Ofsted’s interim assessment

I am pleased to provide some important information about St Andrew's Church of
England Voluntary Controlled Junior School.

As you may know, during its last inspection in October 2007, Ofsted inspectors
judged your child’s school to be outstanding. The 2011 Education Bill proposes that,
from January 2012, schools that were previously judged to be outstanding will not be
subject to routine inspection unless concerns are raised about their performance.

To help decide whether we need to inspect an outstanding school, Her Majesty’s
Inspectors look at various sources of information, as listed below. This is called an
‘interim assessment.’

= pupils’ academic performance

= pupils’ attendance

= any inspection visits carried out by Ofsted since the last routine inspection
= qualifying complaints! about the school by parents or carers

= any other significant concerns brought to Ofsted’s attention.

I am pleased to inform you that our interim assessment indicates performance has
been sustained and that we will not be inspecting your school unless we receive
