	To explore words taken from the root word SIGN.
	Did you know..?
‘Sign’ comes from the Latin word  ‘signum’  which means SIGN, MARK & SEAL.

	2
	To practise words that end in ‘-cious’ or ‘-tious’.

‘-cious/tious’ is usually an ending that denotes an adjective.
	TIP: ‘-cious’ is usually used as a suffix for a root word that does not end in tion (e.g, grace-gracious, malice-malicious)
	ambitious (from ambition)-cautious (from caution)-nutritious (from nutrition), superstitious (from superstition)
delicious-gracious-malicious-precious-spacious-vicious

	
	
	TIP: ‘-tious’ is usually used as a suffix for a root end that ends in tion (e.g, ambition-ambitious, caution-cautious)

	To practise words that end in ‘-cial’ and ‘-tial’
	TIP: ‘-cial’ is usually used when a vowel precedes the cial part of the word (e.g, special, social, official)
	artificial-confidential-crucial-essential-facial-influential-official-potential-social-special

	
	
	TIP: ‘-tial’ is usually used when a consonant precedes the tial part of the word (e.g, conventional, essential, potential)

	To explore words ending in ‘-ant/-ance’

‘-ant’ usually denotes an adjective (assistant is an exception in this list)
‘-ance’ usually denotes a noun
	TIP: ‘-ant/-ent’ words can often sound the same. Knowing which ending can be tricky.
‘-ent’ is usually used after a soft c or g (e.g, innocent, intelligent)

‘-ent’ usually denotes an adjective 
‘-ence’ usually denotes a noun
	TIP: ‘-ant/-ent’ words can often sound the same. Knowing which ending can be tricky.
‘-ent’ is usually used after a soft c or g (e.g, innocent, intelligent)

	To investigate words ending in ‘-ible/ibly’ and ‘-able/ably’.

‘-able’ changes words into adjectives
	Dropping able generally leaves a recognisable word which can be heard.  

ible is less common and the root isn’t always recognisably heard.

	Many –ive words are adjectives but there are exceptions (e.g, native(can be both a noun and an adjectve); forgive (verb))
	active-aggressive-attractive-forgive-massive-narrative-native-persuasive-positive-relative

	To practise words ending in ‘-ic’
	Many –ic words are adjectives but there are exceptions (e.g, comic and public can be both a noun and an adjective)
	comic-electric-horrific-majestic-pathetic-public-scientific-sonic-sympathetic-terrific

	10
	To explore the suffixes ‘-sion’ and ‘-tion’.
SUFFIX: A group of letters added to the end of a word to change its meaning (e.g, -ed, -s, -ing, -ful)
	Adding ‘-tion’ usually turns a word into a noun.
If a word ends in ‘de’ (e.g, decide, divide, erode), ‘sion’ is usually added.

If a word ends in ‘de’ (e.g, decide, divide, erode), ‘sion’ is usually added.
